Where should we begin our study of Genesis?  Where is the beginning?

This Bible study is for Christians. This Bible study is for Christians of the 21st century. As Christians we do not begin our study of God’s Word with an approach based upon the thinking or philosophy of man. As Christians living in the 21st century we are living in the times of the New Testament church. We begin our study with an approach based upon the New Testament Scriptures. 

12 Now, we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.  13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teaches, but which the Holy Spirit teaches; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.  14 But the natural man does not welcome the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  15 But he that is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is judged of no man.  16 For who has understood the Lord’s way of thinking; who will instruct him? But we have Christ’s way of thinking. 

1 Corinthians 2:12-16

We study with the Holy Spirit. The Spirit speaks to us in the Scripture, which He has given us. The Holy Spirit in the words of Scripture gives to us Christ’s way of thinking. The Holy Spirit gives to us the message that is about Christ and the ability to understand the message according to Christ’s way of thinking. Only the Christian can study the Word of God with the discernment given by the Spirit, which is necessary for a contextual understanding and right application of God’s Word. Someone without faith will consider the message and thinking of Christ as foolishness.
